The charity ‘Community Heartbeat Trust’ have reported that they have requested that one Automated External 


Defibrillator (with the possibility of one extra from the Essex Ambulance Service), has been granted free of charge.  




(AED machines are quoted @ £800-00 to £1,000-00 each plus vat).




ii
The purchase of two secure weather proof, code locked, defibrillator boxes, quoted by Community Heartbeat @ 


£580 mild steel plus vat each.

The recommended Extras Signage Pack @ £35-00 and two personal Safety Kits @ £15-00 and Delivery charges @ 


£25-00 per box all plus vat.

Installations costs based on two Rettendon external AED box installation invoices @ £400 each inc vat.

A Community Cardiac Arrest Response Seminar (up to 50 people) @ £175 plus vat.

The adoption of two red BT telephone boxes located at Paglesham East End and Paglesham Church End @ 



£1-00 each for the purpose of containing the Defibrillators, for the public’s use in an emergency. 




(As adopted, BT will remove all telephone equipment).

The ‘Adopt a BT Telephone box’ terms and conditions were agreed.

Agreed a flyer, emails and website re: the adoption of the telephone boxes containing the defibrillators, are to go to 


all Paglesham households.    Chairman to organize.

Agreed quotations from an electrical installation engineer for wiring the two AED boxes installed in the telephone 


boxes, will be actioned when boxes are received and installed.

The Clerk produced a worst case financial scenario re: maximum costs to the PPC (if there was no free AED and 


installation costs were as a Rettendon PC quotation) would be approximately £4,212 plus vat.




NB: A more accurate estimate may be approximately £2,500 if one AED is supplied Gratis and the wiring of the 


AED’s are the only costs of installation (plus vat).

The PVPA have expressed an interest in covering the costs of an AED.
